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To Search the Library Catalog 
From the Library home page, click on the “search Catalog.
You can search by title, key word, or topic.
The library catalog will tell you if the library has a specific item available and will let you know where
this item is located.
If you wish to access an item you located in the library catalog, you will need to login using your library.
You can do that one of 2 ways:

Before clicking on “view eBook” or “View Article” click on “Sign In” in the top right-hand corner of
the page.
Click on “View eBook” or “View Article” and the site will prompt you to log in before providing
access to the item.

EBSCO is a leading provider of research databases and eBooks. 

To access EBSCO click on the EBSCO button located on the home page.
Log in using you WCIU library credentials.
Choose what database you would like to search through. 

Hint: If you know you need an eBook, choose the 2 eBook databases. If you are unsure or are open
to all types of information, search all of them simultaneously.
