
Make Up Comprehensive Exam Policy

If a graduate student receives a grade which is below a B- on a Comprehensive Exam, the student and mentor will be informed by the Registrar’s Office that a make-up exam is required if the student wishes to graduate. 

The make-up exam will have a different selection of questions. 

The student and mentor will be given a form to request a make-up comprehensive exam, and the fee is $30 per exam.

The student will need to be given time (the catalog suggests one month or more) to study the material again and to write the make-up exam. We do not want students to rewrite without restudying the material. 

A make-up exam will be sent to the mentor to proctor.

In order to graduate, a grade of B- or better is required on each make-up examination. 

The new grade will replace the original grade.

The student’s overall grade point average must be a 3.0 to graduate.
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
